should be amended to allow for fulfilling the Legislative Priorities Senate District 10
section of the 2010 Party Platform (page 30 in the Platform) which

states: “The SREC, Chairmen of Republican Party and Chair of most recent Platform Com-
mittee shall report the voting record of each state and federal elected official relative to these
Legislative Priorities. The chair of the most recent Platform Committee shall present a draft

of the report to the SREC no later than 180 days prior to each primary election. The SREC
shall publish such report no less than 120 days prior to each primary election. “ The legisla-
tive priorities are listed after this. It is of utmost importance that the will of the delegates as
expressed in the Platform be followed. Currently Article 9, Sections 3 & 4 of the SREC
Bylaws state: “Section 3. Funds. Funds shall be allocated for rental space and for personnel,

as budgeted by the SREC. No Party funds or resources shall be used, either directly or indi-
rectly, to influence intraparty contests. Section 4. Staff Policy. Staff members shall remain
neutral in intraparty contests for both public and Party offices.” I will vote to accomplish
fulfilling the wishes of the delegates as expressed in our Party Platform.

In my Ist Quarter 2011 Newsletter, I mentioned that under the redistricting map from the
Legislature, I had been redistricted into Senate District 9. Now, under the map the three
federal judges in San Antonio have given, I am back in Senate District 10. As I write, it
remains to be seen if those lines will once again change. Whichever district [ am in, I intend
to run for re-election to the State Republican Executive Committee. RPT Rule No. 42 states
“No person shall be eligible to be elected State Republican Executive Committee man or
woman for more than four (4) consecutive two-year terms.” 1 have served three consecutive
two-year terms and will be running for my fourth and final consecutive term.

If you would like to attend and observe the 4th Quarter SREC meeting, it will begin at 9
a.m. Saturday, December 3rd at the Republican Party of Texas Headquarters, 1108 Lavaca,
7th floor, Austin 78701.

State Republican Executive Committee October 1, 2011

Resolution in Recognition of the Nation of Israel

Whereas current administrative policy has begun to erode our long-standing support of the nation and state of Israel, it is essential
that we reaffirm our commitment to our basic Judeo-Christian foundations as espoused in the 2010 Republican Party of Texas Plat-
form.

Whereas, those who oppose Israel’s right to exist also seek to destroy the United States of America; while Israel, our democratic
ally, shares many common interests, beliefs, and values of the American people; and

Whereas, in 2010, Texas exported over $675 million worth of manufactured goods to Israel, whereby the total value of exports since
1996 exceeds $9.9 billion; and Israel now ranks as Texas' 15th leading trade partner; and

Whereas, Governor Rick Perry, in August 2009, received the Defender of Jerusalem award, which is given to public figures who
have demonstrated support and commitment to the state of Israel and its capitol, which led to the founding of the Texas-Israel
Chamber of Commerce; and

Whereas, Texas companies received nearly $43.5 million in 2010 for U.S. government funded military contracts with Israel through
the Foreign Military Financing (FMF) program (U.S. military assistance to Israel).

Be it resolved by the State Republican Executive Committee of Texas, by this resolution, that this body supports Israel’s natural and
God-given right of self-governance and self-defense, recognizing that Israel is neither an attacking force nor an occupier of the lands
of others; and,

Be it further resolved by the State Republican Executive Committee of Texas, that while we do not have any control over foreign
policy in the United States, this resolution is a firm indictment of the President’s current handling of Israeli affairs; and,

Be it further resolved by the State Republican Executive Committee of Texas, by this resolution; that the nation of Israel be recog-
nized for its relations, contributions, and support, as an important ally of the United States of America and particularly the State of
Texas;

Therefore, be it resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Governor of Texas, the Israeli Consulate General to the
Southwest, and all Republican United States Senators and House of Representatives members from Texas, with a request and rec-
ommendation of this body that a similar resolution be proposed within their respective entities and scope of influence.

Resolution Supporting a Unified Senate Republican Caucus Choice for LT Governor and Governor

Whereas, the primary function of the Republican Party of Texas is to elect candidates that embrace the principles articulated by the
Republican Party of Texas Platform; and,

Whereas, grassroots Republicans have worked tirelessly to elect Republicans all across our great State; and,

Whereas, if either or both the Governor or the LT Governor win their elections to higher office, the Texas State Senate is required to
select their successor;

Therefore, be it resolved, that the SREC urges the Republican members of the Texas Senate to join together and be unified in their
selection of the Governor, and/or LT Governor if they are required to make such choices; and,

Be it further resolved, that the such votes in the Texas State Senate be record public votes; and,

Resolved, that a copy of this resolution be delivered by electronic mail to each Republican member of the Texas Senate for their
signature or posted on the Republican Party of Texas website in a secure means which allows only those members or certified candi-
dates to sign on electronically.

Federal Judge Panel Changes Fi

an update on the primary election filing period and changes to the election calendar over the next several weeks
andmonths. As a result of a court order from a federal pane
od for the March 2012 Primary EI ect Theselingickangbsapply tobler 2 8
races on the March 2012 Primary Election ballot in Texas - federal, state, county and local.

The filing period changes were ordered by a three-judge federal panel in San Antonio, which signed the order to
allow for enough time to complete the process of drawing interim legislative maps for the 2012 Texas Primary
Elections. At this time, it is not clear what lines and districts will be ordered by the court, and this delay in their rul-
ing has necessitated the changes in the election calendar.

RPT spokesman Chris Elam summarized the reason for the dramatic changes to the election calendar, stating:
"This order was issued as part of the ongoing Texas redistricting trial - a trial forced by numerous legal challenges
to the redistricting maps passed overwhelmingly by the Texas Legislature. All these lawsuits originated from Dem-
ocrat elected officials, liberal special-interest groups and the same cast of behind-the-scenes financiers who
helped oversee and pay for the Democrats' loss of 25 seats in the Texas House, as well as the failed 2010 guber-
natorial campaign of former state Democratic party chairman Bill White. The very same big-money liberals have
been active during the trial, and even appeared to testify in front of the federal judge panel. Driven by the pain of
their electoral failures in 2010, these desperate liberals have turned to the courts to gain whatever influence they
can muster, at the expense of the time, effort and holiday season plans of thousands of volunteers and elections
officials in the state. The RPT appreciates the hard work and leadership of our county officials and party leaders
throughout the state, and we stand ready to assist each of them in whatever way we can to ease the difficulty of
this highly condensed schedule."
